A few points to consider when preparing your response to the consultation process on the Improvement Plan
· The need to develop a vision for Ely’s wild space that provides protection for wildlife and recreational opportunities for people. The Ely Wildspace Vision currently being developed by LCPRE would see the remaining habitat patches around the eastern edge of Ely conserved as a consolidated green corridor, buffering the city, and safeguarding its remaining wildlife from harmful development. 

· The importance of early consultation with Ely’s residents on issues that concern future developments in the city, including the provision of recreational services and strategies for the management of Ely’s green and wild space. 

· The importance of full consultation regarding ECDC’s proposal to develop a country park, before the location of the park and its overall management objectives are decided.
· The importance of the planning process in sustainable development as a means to ensure that appropriate developments are undertaken in appropriate locations. 
· The need for full planning application for all developments that require them, including the development of a marina at Roswell Pit.
